The Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) of Kay County, Oklahoma, met in regular session at 9:00 o’clock a.m. on Monday, August 26, 2019, the meeting was posted for public information on August 23, 2019, at 8:50 a.m. at the Courthouse front door, Commissioners Court, and basement handicapped entrance of the Kay County Courthouse in Newkirk, Oklahoma.
Chairman Jack Godberson called the meeting to order.  Those present were as follows: John Wilson, Member; Jason Shanks, Member; Billie Chrz, First Assistant District Attorney (ADA); Christy Kennedy, Kay County Treasurer; Dennis Bonewell, Emergency Management Director; Felicia Sawyers, Duke Energy; Skyler Matthews, Kaw Nation; Claude Williams, Taxpayers for Transparency; Tammy Reese, Secretary/Kay County Clerk.  (See sign in sheet). 
Chairman Godberson led the Flag Salute. 
Motion was made by Shanks and seconded by Wilson approving regular meeting amended minutes of August 12, 2019 and regular meeting minutes of August 19, 2019. Motion carried:  Godberson, aye; Wilson, aye; Shanks, aye. 
Motion was made by Shanks and seconded by Godberson tabling Contract with American Telephone for consolidation of AT&T services and reduction of costs for phone services.  Motion carried:  Godberson, aye; Wilson, aye; Shanks, aye. 
Motion was made by Shanks and seconded by Wilson approving all final approval of all documents relating to county property that sold at Auction Tuesday, August 13, 2019.  ADA Chrz said she would prepare a Quit Claim Deed to transfer the title.  Motion carried:  Godberson, aye; Wilson, aye; Shanks, aye. 
Motion was made by Shanks and seconded by Wilson approving County Treasurer’s Summary of Collections July 2019 Monthly Report.  Motion carried:  Godberson, aye; Wilson, aye; Shanks, aye.  
Road and Bridge Projects/Circuit Engineering District (CED) No. 8 Road and Bridge Projects: 
Commissioner Godberson told his crews have been blading and hauling material to roads district wide, mowing, boom mowing, patching asphalt roads and potholes and removing fallen trees from roads and hauling off.
Commissioner Shanks told crews are trying to tear out the bridge on River Rd.   He said roads are muddy and he doesn’t have any rock, but told the wind farm will rock Prentice Rd.
Commissioner Wilson said crews have been digging shale at the pit, hauling shale to FEMA sites, grading roads, working on signs and picking up trash off the roadways. He told two semis and two dump trucks are down making the hauling slow, and servicing equipment on cleaned yard on rainy days.
No action was taken on the Interlocal Agreement between Kay County and the Town of Braman, the county will help reestablish and repair rainwater drainage area.  Commissioner Wilson told he is waiting on a contract.  Wilson said not to put this item back on the agenda until further notice.
Motion was made by Shanks and seconded by Wilson approving submitting request to participate in the County Road Machinery and Equipment Revolving Fund Program for FY-2020 for equipment purchases, Res#19,20-32.  Motion carried:  Godberson, aye; Wilson, aye; Shanks, aye. 

Motion was made by Shanks and seconded by Godberson approving First Amendment to Road Maintenance/Repair Agreement by and between the BOCC and Duke Energy Renewables Wind, LLC (first approved on May 14, 2019).  Motion carried:  Godberson, aye; Wilson, aye; Shanks, aye.

Motion was made by Shanks and seconded by Godberson rescinding First Amendment to Road Maintenance/Repair Agreement by and between the BOCC and Duke Energy Renewables Wind, LLC (first approved on May 14, 2019).  Motion carried:  Godberson, aye; Wilson, aye; Shanks, aye.

Motion was made by Shanks and seconded by Godberson approving First Amendment to Road Maintenance/Repair Agreement by and between the BOCC and Duke Energy Renewables Wind, LLC (first approved on May 14, 2019) noting Duke Energy would pay full amount upfront of $187,500 to District No. 2 and Duke Energy’s first payment to District No. 1 would be $357,500 and District No. 1 would get the final payment of $545,000, unless new are added.  Motion carried:  Godberson, aye; Wilson, aye; Shanks, aye.

Godberson asked Shanks what the $357,500 was based on.  Shanks said total owed to District No. 1 was $902,000 and his final payment should be around $545,000, unless new roads are added.  

Motion was made by Shanks and seconded by Wilson approving Attorney’s Opinion Letter regarding all documents concerning Assurances Relating to Real Property Acquisition, NRCS Riprap Project, D#2.  Commissioner Shanks said D#2 got this funded and has land owner agreement and approval by the District Attorney. Motion carried:  Godberson, aye; Wilson, aye; Shanks, aye.
Motion was made by Godberson and seconded by Shanks approving the following Public Service/Pipeline Crossing Line Installations:  Kay County Rural Water District#3, SW S26 T27N R3E ending SE4 S27 T27N R3E, Enterprise Rd, D#1; Kay County Rural Water District#3, SW S12 T26N R1E ending SE S11 T26N R 1E, U Street, D#1.  Motion carried:  Godberson, aye; Wilson, aye; Shanks, aye.  
Motion was made by Shanks and seconded by Godberson approving the Kay County Monthly Reports for July 2019:  Election Board.  Motion carried:  Godberson, aye; Wilson, aye; Shanks, aye.  

Motion was made by Godberson and seconded by Shanks approving the following Resolutions to deposit funds:  Res#19, 20-38, Highway Dist#1-$1,500.00, Public Service Pipeline Crossing Line Installation.  Motion carried:  Godberson, aye; Wilson, aye; Shanks, aye.  

Motion was made by Shanks and seconded by Wilson approving the following Transfer of Appropriations:  Adult Drug Court Maintenance & Operation-$8,300.00 to Personal Service-$8,000.00/Travel-$300.00.  Motion carried:  Godberson, aye; Wilson, aye; Shanks, aye.
